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ABSTRACT

The book deals with the archangels in the Hebrew original of the Old Testament. According
to the type of name they bear — a proper name, such as Michael, Gabriel, Raphael, or a plural
common noun name, such as seraphim, cherubim, ophanim, archangels fall into two
categories. The author proposes an analysis of the Hebrew names for archangels and what
they stand for as the names represent a code which is untranslatable into the Indo-European
languages. Revealing a part of the Hebrew picture of the world, the names convey knowledge
about the archangels' nature, characteristics and functions. The author adduces culturological
evidence from Bible studies, Judaism, and Christianity illustrated with examples from the Old
and the New Testament which attests to the role played by the celestial being in the fates of
prophets, apostles, kings, tribes, and peoples.
